2. Install dies in jaws making certain that they are
properly secured by the spring-loaded, positive
lock, die buttons.

Crimping Procedure

Insert conductor into the connector and align the
tool and die on the connector. Start in the center for
splices and “H” frames; and on the end, nearest the
pad, for terminals.

Activate the tool by pulling the trigger. Continue to
hold the trigger until the ram retracts. This is the
signal that the crimp is complete.

Continue crimping the connector until the correct
number of crimps has been completed. Work from
the center to the outer edges for splices and “H”
frame connectors, alternating sides if possible, for
the best compression connections.

Checking the Oil Level

Remove the screws holding the housing cover
together.

Point the crimping head downward and remove the
oil reservoir plug. Fill reservoir if necessary.

Troubleshooting

eraser to clean the electrical contacts on the battery
and tool.
